This year’s retreat includes travel through some of the most
beautiful areas of the BC coast.

If you are flying in, please try to connect with other regis-

trants for the car ride from Vancouver to Egmont. The trip

includes a hour ferry ride from the terminal in Horseshoe Bay

to Langdale on the Sunshine Coast. The fee schedule for this

ferry trip is as follows (but changes are anticipated):

* Passenger only $14.55/person; Senior (65+) Free Monday
to Thursday (May change to 1/2 price for seniors)

e Passenger vehicle (excluding driver) $49.05 + taxes and
fuel surcharge totalling 17.5%

NOTES:

« The ferry is NOT included in your retreat fees. However, you only pay on the outward
bound portion of the journey.

The drive from Langdale takes
1 hour and 45 minutes to reach Malibu Landing in Egmont where you will transfer
to water taxis at 12:30 for the remainder of the journey.
